What is the difference between the dead church, the lukewarm church, and the faithful
church in Revelation 3?

Revelation 3:20 - “Behold | stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and
opens the door, | will come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me.” (Revelation
3:20)

How should we understand the difference between God’s promises to the righteous and
the wicked? Why does it matter to our everyday lives?
